I am able to multiply proper fractions and mixed numbers by whole numbers supported by materials and 
diagrams 
 
I am able to round decimals with two decimal places to the nearest whole number and to one decimal place (5F7) 
and any whole number up to 1,000,000 
 
I am able to use all four operations to solve problems involving measure (a: money; b: length; c: mass / 
weight; d: capacity / volume) using decimal notation, including scaling.

History: 
Learn about the achievement of the earliest civilisations – 

an overview of where and when the first civilisations 

appeared and a depth study of Ancient Egypt 
 

Science: Materials  

Compare and group together everyday materials on the 

basis of their properties, including their hardness, 
solubility, transparency, conductivity (electrical and 

thermal), and response to magnets 

Know that some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a 

solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a 

solution 

Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how 

mixtures might be separated, including through filtering, 

sieving and evaporating 

Give reasons, based on evidence from comparative and fair 

tests, for the particular uses of everyday materials, 
including metals, wood and plastic 

Demonstrate that dissolving, mixing and changes of state 

are reversible changes 

Explain that some changes result in the formation of new 

materials, and that this kind of change is not usually 

reversible, including changes associated with burning and

accompaniment.  
Compose a short 3-part piece to evoke a specific 
atmosphere, mood or environment. Capture and record 
creative ideas using graphic symbols, rhythm notation 
and time signatures, staff notation or technology.
